            We’ve had a great week!  It started with over 1100 people attending our New Campus 
Dedication Service this past Sunday afternoon.  We had a wonderful time of committing this 
new school building and the ongoing ministry of Wheaton Christian Grammar School to the 
Lord.  The entire service and focus was one of thanksgiving to God for what He has done for 
us.  Our theme verse was Psalm 118:23 – “The Lord has done this, and it is marvelous in our 
eyes.”  God has done amazingly more than we could have ever asked or imagined.  Dr. 
Philip G. Ryken, school father, Class of 1980 graduate, and President of Wheaton College, 
gave the dedicatory address.  Dr. Ryken shared how God used the teachers and 
experiences he had as a student at the Grammar School to help shape him into the person 
he is today.  In addition, he reconfirmed one of the Core Values of WCGS (Proverbs 1:7 – 
“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge.”) as we seek to teach and train children 
based on the truth of God's Word.  A rich time of fellowship, refreshments, and touring the 
building followed.

(sports, clubs, Battle of the Books, etc.), 
all students should be out of the 
building and off the playground by 3:40 
p.m. and on their way home.  Thank you 
for helping us in this area.   If you choose 
to let your children play after 3:40, we ask 
that you supervise them and ensure that 
they play following the school guidelines 
as they do during the school day.  

ARRIVAL/DROPOFF PROCEDURES.  
Students may enter the building following 
the 8:40 a.m. bell.  All students arriving after 
8:50 a.m. will need to come to Door 1 to 
enter because other doors will be locked. 
Students who come in late must sign in 
on the sheet located in the office and 
receive a pass before going to class.   
 
MEDICATION.  Medication that a child takes 
during school hours requires that the office 
have on file a copy of a doctor-signed 
medication form.  A newly signed copy is 
required for each new school year.  Forms 
are available online. All medication must be 
kept in the office, not in lunch bags or 
lockers.
